Sources of drinking water

Is my water safe?
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Contaminants that may be present in source water include:
AMicrobial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which
may come from sewage treatment plants, septic systems, agri-
cultural livestock operations, and wildlife.

Alnorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which
can be naturally-occurring or result from urban stormwater
runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges, oil and
gas production, mining, or farming.

APesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety
of sources such as agriculture, urban stormwater runoff, and
residential uses.

AOrganic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and
volatile organic chemicals, which are byproducts of industrial
processes and petroleum production, and can also come from
gas stations, urban stormwater runoff, and septic systems.
ARadioactive contaminants, which can be naturally-occurring or
be the result of oil and gas production and mining activities.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the Envi-
ronmental Protection Agency (EPA) prescribes regulations
which limit the amount of certain contaminants in water
provided by public water systems. Food and Drug Admin-
istration regulations establish limits for contaminants in
bottled water which must provide the same protection for
public health.

Source vater Assessment Program

In 2004, the preliminary source water assessment report
was released. The purpose of the source water assessment
report is to enable the public and decision-makers to make
well-tounded decisions for the protection and preservation
of our drinking water. The source water assessment report
identipes the potential contaminating activities for each
source of water.

In the report, Pahoa/Kapoho Water System sources are
potentially vulnerable to contaminants associated with
the following activities: septic tanks, cesspools, residential
parcel, roads, and sugarcane. Atrazine has been detected
In this system which Is attibuted to runoft from herbicide
used on row crops. For more information, please contact
Keith Okamoto, P.E., at 961-8670.
