The Water Board anticipates convening an executive meeting, closed to the public, pursuant to Hawai‘i
Revised Statutes, Sections 92-4, 92-5(a)(2), 92-5(a)(4), 92-5(a)(8) and Hawai i County Charter Section
13-20(b) to discuss interview questions and the interview process for the position of Manager-Chief
Engineer, where consideration of matters affecting privacy will be involved, to deliberate or make
decisions upon matters that require the consideration of information that must be kept confidential
pursuant to state or federal law, or a court order, and for the purpose of consulting with the Water
Board’s attorney on questions and issues pertaining to the Water Board’s powers, duties, privileges,
immunities and liabilities. A two-thirds vote, pursuant to HRS Section 92-4, is necessary to hold an
executive meeting.
